EPresident Cathie, President-Elect Ardy and your Board of Directors have been
carefully considering our plans for the immediate future. While most if not all of us miss
the opportunity to get together face-to-face, we are 100% committed to doing that
safely. Here's what we're thinking for the next few weeks:

e Our next regular meeting will be July 10 - and we will hold it in person at the
Dunwoody Country Club. Ardy and our officers and directors will be installed for
the new Rotary Year - and we plan to welcome our three new members who have
joined during the pandemic. DCC is the only place that can accommodate us
right now with the social distancing we think makes it safer for us to meet in
person.
