“My father fought in the Korean War and saw many heroes give their lives for this
country. He always impressed upon me to give back by giving blood so others can live,”
shared Darrell Bartlett. Every day more people are diagnosed with illness such as
cancer, leukemia and sickle cell disease, all which use blood for treatment. One pint of
blood can help up to three people. Each unit of blood can be separated into four
components - red cells, plasma, cryoprecipitate and platelets. These components can
help as many as three different hospital patients. "I always feel good within my heart
and my soul about giving blood to help others with whatever trauma they might be
experiencing in their lives at the time they need blood."
