A career in parks and recreation seemed a natural path for Jeff Leatherman as parks
and recreation have always been a part of his life. Growing up in Truckee, Calif., he
was attending summer camps from the time he was 6 months old. He shared that his
father was a youth pastor and teacher and his mother was also a teacher, so he and his
brother spent summers at summer camp.

Leatherman said, “I had the luxury and the privilege of growing up in the mountains,
just outside Lake Tahoe, with everything I could want right in my backyard — and that
transitioned to a love of the business of recreation.” His first job was parking cars at
the ski slope so he could earn his ski pass, and from there, he taught skiing and
became a lifeguard. His first official paid position was as a lifeguard at age 15. He said
he had a couple of great mentors, who were in the recreation profession, when he was
in high school and they “turned me onto the recreation industry as a lifestyle.”

He graduated and went to southern California to attend California State University at
Chico, Calif., and graduated with a degree in recreation administration with an
emphasis in community and commercial recreation and a minor in marketing.
